Instead, three grades shall be used for LLMUS students. The three grades shall correspond to the
following descriptions: Honors, Satisfactory, and Unsatisfactory, where Honors equals 4.00,
Satisfactory equals 3.00, and Unsatisfactory equals 0.00.

To receive the LLM in the Law of the United States degree, the student must complete the required
number of credits with grades of Satisfactory or Honors.

Re:  Proposals for Grades of LLM in the Law of the US students

Concerns have been expressed regarding the grading of our LLM in the
Law of the US students. The following proposals are offered.

1. In courses where both J.D. and LLM in the Law of the US students are
enrolled in the same section:

a. The instructor may rely on the same or different criteria in awarding
the final grade to LLM in the Law of the US students as the
instructor relies upon for the final grade to JD students.

Comment: It is within the instructor’s discretion to use different
exams for JD and LI.M in the Law of the US students.

b. When the instructor is given an exam to grade, the instructor shall be
informed the exam was written by an LLM in the Law of the US
student. The name of the LLM in the Law of the US student shall not
be disclosed to the instructor before the exam is graded.

2. In all courses, final course grades that are used for JD students (A+, A, A-,
B+, B, B-, C+, C,C,D+,D,D-, F) shall not be used for LLM students.
Instead, three grades shall be used for LLM students. The three grades shall
correspond to the following descriptions: Honors, Satisfactory, and
Unsatisfactory. To receive the LLM degree, the student must complete the
required number of credits with grades of Satisfactory or Honors. The
actual letter grades that reflect these three grades will be chosen so that they
are compatible with PeopleSoft.
