NOTE FOR STUDENTS RECEIVING VETERANS’ BENEFITS  

The University of Baltimore is in full compliance with the Veterans Benefits and Transition Act of 2018. 

For students using either the Post-9/11 G.I. Bill (Chapter 33) or the Vocational Rehabilitation and 

Employment benefits (Chapter 31), as long as a certification is submitted through the school certifying 

official (SCO) for the appropriate academic term and the Department of Veterans Affairs (VA) is delayed 

in making tuition payment, these students will be exempt from the following: 

1. Late fees relating to unpaid tuition covered by the VA 

2. Holds that prevent enrollment in classes in subsequent academic terms 

3. Denial of any school resources 

4. Being required to secure additional funding to pay tuition (loans, financial aid) 

  

Failure to properly certify through the SCO may result in the denial of any of the above exemptions. The
